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PIANO AND ORGAN CLASSES 

PROVINCIAL FESTIVAL ELIGIBILITY 

Performers of Junior age and above, who have entered 2 or more classes, performing suitable repertoire, are 
eligible for recommendation to the Provincial Festival finals by Local Festival adjudicators.  

 

NATIONAL FESTIVAL ELIGIBILITY 

NEW PATHWAYS THIS YEAR:  

Eligible piano soloists may be recommended by our adjudicator(s) to perform in the National Music Festival, provided they 
have entered the appropriate NF level class at their Local Festival.  

There are 3 routes through to the National Festival: 

Directly from the Local Festival (Kings, Queens, East Prince, or West Prince): 
1. Non-Competitive Education Stream (ages 18 and under, performing Grade 4-7 level repertoire) 

From the Provincial Festival finals: 
2. Developing Artists Stream (ages 18 and under, performing Grade 4-7 level repertoire) 
3. Emerging Artists Stream (ages 30 and under performing Advanced level repertoire) 

Each of these streams has its own class, starting at the Local Festival level.

Only Junior age and above, who have entered two or more classes, and performed 2 or more pieces of repertoire of the 
appropriate level (see details below, and “Provincial Regulations” page) are eligible for recommendation to the Provincial 
Festival. 

There are 4 main categories of Piano Solo Classes that can be entered. Performers may enter one category exclusively, or 
combine classes from different categories. 
 

1. The Graded Conservatory category enables students to perform standard repertoire listed and graded in 
Conservatory syllabi, without regard to the student’s age. Performers may enter Graded Classes exclusively or in 
combination with classes in other categories. 

2. The Method Book category enables students who are not following a Conservatory curriculum (Royal 
Conservatory or Conservatory Canada) to perform and compete in their local Festival. Students may enter 
Method Book classes exclusively or in combination with Classes in other categories.  

3. The Popular Music category enables students to perform non-Classical repertoire. Performers may enter ‘Popular 
Music’ classes exclusively or in combination with classes in other categories.  

4. The Masterwork category (Classes 2400-2723) enables students to perform standard repertoire not listed in 
Conservatory syllabi. For Masterwork classes, expected levels of study for each age category are as follows: 

 
Pre-Junior Introductory to Grade 2 
Junior  Grade 2 to Grade 5 
Intermediate Grade 5 to Grade 8 
Senior  Grade 8 to Grade 10 
Advanced Grade 10 to ARCT or Associate level
